Suggested activities to help your child at home


Use food colouring to make green dough. Ask your child to pull, stretch, twist,


  flatten and tear the dough. Let them make models etc. All of this will benefit 


  manipulative skills and increase vocabulary.


Take your child on a Spring walk. Talk to him/her about the flowers and name them-snowdrops, daffodils, tulips. 


Look for buds on the trees and new leaves growing. Observe birds building nests.


Talk to your child about the animals we would see in a zoo or the jungle. Discuss where they live and what they eat/how they move.


Talk to your child about Farm animals-who looks after them, the names of their young and their role e.g. we get milk from the cow, eggs from chickens, wool from the sheep etc.


Talk about pets and how we care for them. 


Discuss customs associated with Saint Patricks Day 


Play memory games I went to the farm and I saw…. /shop and I bought….


Read your child stories about each theme-the local library has lots of books on these 


    areas.
