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Our topic is, ’Once Upon a Time’. Read fairy stories to your child. Discuss what you have read and the pictures you see. Ask questions which encourage your child to use their imagination, e.g. If you lived in a castle, what would it be like? Try to develop their vocabulary: turret, moat etc.











We will be discussing some important events which make up each child’s personal history. Talk about your family tree and if possible send in a family photograph and/or a photograph of a special family event.








         Shape


Look out for different shapes. Encourage your child to describe what the shapes they see are like. Try to find pentagons and hexagons.





Number


Count to 50 and beyond. Revise numbers to 20. Look for numbers all around. Practise writing these numbers correctly. Begin to count in 2’s, 2-20 and 1-19. Your child will be revising and exploring number stories. These must be learned as part of their homework.





Phonics


Encourage your child to listen to words and to try to spell them. Begin using satpin e.g. spell tap, t a p. Now put it together, tap. Gradually add more and more sounds. Try to build up word families, cat, mat, sat etc.





Money


Explore money with your child. Allow them to handle different coins. Discuss their colour and shape. What can you see on the coins? Try to add using 1p and 2p coins.
